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INVITATION FOR BIDS 

Clifford Township Park Trout Stream Enhancement Project  

Stream Restoration, ADA Fishing Pier, and ADA Parking Area 

Task 1 & Task 2 

 

The Susquehanna County Conservation District (SCCD) in partnership with 

Clifford Township will be accepting sealed bids for the Clifford Township Park Trout 

Stream Enhancement Project located in the Clifford Township Municipal Park Property, 

Clifford Township, Susquehanna County, PA. The outlined work includes two tasks, Task 

1: Stream Restoration and Task 2: ADA Fishing Pier & ADA Parking Area, to be bid 

as one Bid Package, and shall include all materials and labor necessary for the installation 

for both of these tasks. The bid package shall include both Task 1 & Task 2, and all bids 

submitted without the inclusion of both tasks will not be accepted. Specifics for each 

project Task are as follows: 

 

Task 1: Four (4) two-section log framed stone deflectors, eight (8) three-section log 

framed stone deflectors, two (2) three-section log framed cross vane with rock throat, one 

(1) two-section log framed cross vane with rock throat, one (1) seven-section modified 

mud sill, one (1) J-hook added to mudsill with boulders, and approximately forty (40) 24-

36” diameter stone for random boulder placements. Invoicing will be completed for 

Susquehanna County Conservation District at, 89 Industrial Park Drive, Montrose PA, 

18801. 

Task 2: One (1) ADA fishing pier, (1) paved access path, and two (2) paved ADA 

parking spaces. Invoicing will be completed for Clifford Township Municipality, at 119 

Cemetery Rd, Clifford Township, PA, 18413.  Information on specifics of ADA 

features from Clifford.  

 

A restriction on instream construction occurs from February 15 to June 1, 2025, and 

October 1 to December 31, 2025. Therefore, all required in stream construction is 

permitted from June 2 to September 30, 2025. This project is outlined into two Tasks, to 

be bid as one Bid Package, where Task 1 shall be fully completed and invoiced for 

before the commencement of Task 2. 

A mandatory pre bid site showing for this project is scheduled for 10:00 AM on 

May 27, 2025, at 119 Cemetery Rd, Clifford Township, PA 18413 (Clifford Township 

Municipal Park). A representative from your business must attend the site showing 

in order to submit a bid for the project. Bid packages can be obtained from the 

Susquehanna County Conservation District office located at 89 Industrial Dr., Montrose,

Sealed bids will be accepted until 3:59 PM on June 18, 2025. All bids must be clearly 

marked with “Sealed Bid for Clifford Township Park Trout Stream Enhancement Project” 

on the envelope. Any bids received after this time will be rejected. The District & 

Municipality reserves the right to reject any and all bids. Bids will be opened by Clifford 

Municipality Representatives and Susquehanna County Conservation District at the 

District’s monthly board meeting starting at 9:00 AM on June 19, 2025. All bids must be 

mailed or hand delivered to Susquehanna County Conservation District, 89 Industrial 

Drive, Montrose, PA 18801. Bids that are late or submitted electronically will not be 

considered.

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PROJECT DESCRIPTION  

Clifford Township Park Trout Stream Enhancement Project  

Stream Restoration, ADA Fishing Pier, and ADA Parking Area 

 

This project is outlined into two Tasks, to be bid as one Bid Package, where Task 1 shall 

be fully completed and invoiced for before Task 2 shall be started. All design plan 

specifications take precedence over descriptions herein and should be consulted 

accordingly.   

 

Task 1: Stream Restoration 

Task 1 will implement in-stream fish habitat enhancement structures to improve fish 

habitat and further stabilize streambanks. The fish habitat enhancement structures span 

over 1,850’ within the East Branch Tunkhannock Creek. The project includes the 

installation of a variety of structures including modified mudsills, log framed deflectors, 

cross vanes, j-hooks, and random boulders. These structures will add and enhance trout 

habitat. A design package has been completed by the Pennsylvania Fish and Boat 

Commission, refer to Attachment A for the design package.  

Four (4) two-section log framed stone deflectors will be constructed, utilizing 10’ long x 

10-12” diameter, 20’ long x 10-12” diameter, and 25’ long x 10-12” diameter logs. Eight 

(8) three-section log framed stone deflectors will be constructed, utilizing 10’ long x 10-

12” diameter, 15’ long x 10-12” diameter, 20’ long x 10-12”diameter, and 25’ long x 10-12” 

diameter logs. Two (2) three-section log framed cross vane with rock throats will be 

constructed, utilizing 10’ long x 10-12” diameter, 15’ long x 10-12” diameter, 20’ long x 10-

12” diameter, and 25’ long x 10-12” diameter logs. One (1) two-section log framed cross 

vane with rock throat will be constructed, utilizing 10’ long x 10-12” diameter, 20’ long x 

10-12” diameter logs. The existing streambank will be graded to a 3:1 slope with a two-

to-seven percent (2-7%) slope occurring over the entirety of the log framed stone 

deflectors. The frame log will be buried five feet (5’) with rock and four-foot (4’) rebar 

within the streambank. The habitats will be placed at a thirty-degree (30°) angle on the 

upstream bank and a sixty-degree (60°) angle on the downstream bank, with the face log 

and frame log converging at a ninety-degree (90°) angle. For the log framed cross vanes 

with rock throats, grade control rock and footer rock will be used for the construction of 

the rock throat. Half of the grade control rock will be placed under the stream bottom with 

the footer rock at half the height of the grade control rock.  

One (1) seven-section modified mudsill will be constructed, utilizing 10’ long x 10-12” 

diameter, 20’ long x 10-12” diameter logs. The modified mudsill will be attached to a two-

section log framed stone deflector. The streambank will be graded to a 3:1 slope and a 

two to seven percent (2-7%) slope will occur along the structure.  
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The project is estimated to take eight to ten (8-10) days to complete. The project will be 

constructed using green (hemlock) logs, clean R-6 and R-8 stone, and 5/8” diameter rebar 

to pin logs together and to the ground.   

 

Task 2: ADA Fishing Pier & ADA Parking Area 

Task 2 will consist of the construction of a concrete walkway, ADA stall and breakaway 

posts, and a concrete ADA fishing pad. The construction of these structures will enhance 

and expand the recreational offerings of the Clifford Township Community Park. A design 

package has been completed by Thomas J. McClane Associates, refer to Attachment B 

for the design package.  

One (1) concrete walkway will be constructed to connect the concrete ADA fishing pad 

and ADA parking stalls. Connecting the concrete walkway and ADA parking stalls requires 

an additional concreate slab to maintain ground height and accessibility, reference the 

project layout plan for specific building location and details on this structure. The concrete 

walkway will be six feet (6’) wide by approximately fifty feet (50’) long. The concrete 

walkway will be constructed using 4200 PSI concrete with a medium broom finish 

concrete surface. Provide a half an inch (1/2”) exp. (PJM material) joint at maximum 

twenty feet (20’) on center in walks and adjoining, stairs, curbs, walls, thresholds, and 

abutting vertical surfaces. The walkway will have a tooled concrete edge at a half an inch 

(1/2”) width, and a half inch wide by one inch deep (1/2” wide X 1” deep) tooled control 

joint scoring pattern to be equal to walkway width. Abutting lawns are to be flush with 

concrete, utilizing backfill when necessary. Reference the Concrete Walkway (L-1, 1) plan 

within the project design plans for concrete testing standards, subsoil compaction 

standards, PADOT stone compaction standards, and concrete mesh standards.  

Two (2) ADA stalls and breakaway posts will be installed at the end of the existing access 

road by the designated fishing area. The ADA stalls will be eighteen feet (18’) long by nine 

feet (9’) wide, with a one-hundred and sixty-two square foot (162’ sqft.) loading zone 

between the two stalls. Reference the ADA Stall & Breakaway Post (L-1, 2) plan within 

the project design plans for specific installation requirements and location.  

One (1) ADA concrete fishing pad will be installed using Class AA 3500 PSI concrete. The 

concrete pad will be six feet long, six feet wide, and four feet deep (6’x6x4’). Number four 

(#4) rebar will be set at twelve inches (12”) O.C. each way and kept six inches (6”) from 

all edges. The pad top will be set at six inches (6”) above bank full elevation. A four inch 

by four-inch (4”x4”) curb stop will be installed around the concrete pad. Reference the 

Concrete ADA Pad  

The use of a coffer dam when installing the ADA fishing pad will be used to minimize 

aquatic ecosystems during construction, preserving the water quality and habitat integrity. 

For construction specifics and location of the coffer dam reference Temporary Sandbag 

Coffer Dam (L-2, 1) plan within the project design plans. For more specific information on 
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Erosion and Sediment control, replanting, and reseeding plans see (L-2, 1-5) plans, of 

the project design plans.

All Bid Packages will be delivered to Susquehanna County Conservation District where 

a joint review by Susquehanna County Conservation District and Clifford Township 

Municipality will occur. The following requirements shall be adhered to for the 

completion of Task 1 & Task 2. 

 

1. Susquehanna County Conservation District & Clifford Township Municipality may 

reject any and all bids, including any bids not prepared and submitted in a 

complete and legible fashion on the provided forms. Any bid received after the 

specified deadline of 3:59 PM. on June 18, 2025, shall not be considered. Any 

bid may be withdrawn prior to the specified date and time of the deadline, at 

which time bids will be opened.   

 

2. Each bid must be submitted on the provided bid forms. All blank spaces for 

prices must be filled in to be deemed complete. 

 

3. Each bid must be submitted in a sealed envelope clearly marked “Clifford 

Township Park Trout Stream Enhancement Project” including the name and 

address of the bidder. All bids must be mailed or hand delivered to Susquehanna 

County Conservation District, 89 Industrial Drive, Montrose, PA 18801. Bids that 

are late or submitted electronically will not be considered.  

 

4. You may withdraw your bid prior to the deadline of 3:59 PM on June 18, 2025, 

however all bids submitted and not withdrawn after the deadline will be opened 

for consideration.  

 

5. The intent of the bid is to provide a complete project in every respect. Any work 

necessary to accomplish this, but not specifically herein, shall be deemed a part 

of the project, and included in the original bid price.  

 

6. The bidder certifies that he/she is financially solvent and experienced in and 

competent to perform the specified work. He/she is familiar with all federal, state, 

and local laws, ordinances, and regulations which may in any way affect the work 

of those employed thereon, including, but not limited to any special acts relating 

to the project. The bidder has thoroughly examined the plans, specifications, and 

work site, and from their own investigation, have satisfied themselves as to the 

nature and location of the work, the character, quality, and quantity of surface 
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and subsurface materials likely to be encountered, the character of equipment 

and other facilities needed for the performance of the work, and general and local 

conditions and all other materials which may in any way affect the work or its 

performance.  

 

7. Susquehanna County Conservation District & Clifford Township Municipality may 

make investigations that are deemed necessary to determine the ability of the 

bidder to perform and complete the work in a satisfactory fashion. The bidder 

shall provide the District and Municipality with all such information for this 

purpose as the District & Municipality may request. Project award is contingent 

upon any investigations that the District & Municipality may deem necessary for 

this purpose. The District & Municipality reserves the right to reject any bid if the 

information provided by, or investigation of, such bidder fails to satisfy the District 

& Municipality, that such bidder is properly qualified to carry out the prescribed 

work and carry out the obligations of the contract.  

 

8. The bidder shall secure and deliver to Susquehanna County Conservation 

District the following:  

a. A certified check or bid bond prepared on the bid bond attached herein, 

in an amount equal to 10% of the bid amount. Such checks or bid bonds will be 

promptly returned to all except the two lowest bidders, and the remaining checks 

or bonds will be returned after the Obligee and the accepted bidder have 

executed the contract, or if no award has been made within 45 days after the 

date of the opening, upon demand of the bidder at any time thereafter by 

withdrawal of his bid.  

b. Upon project award, a performance bond, executed by a surety 

company authorized to do business in Pennsylvania and made payable to 

Susquehanna County Conservation District, in an amount equal to 100% of the 

contract price and conditioned upon the faithful performance of the contract in 

accordance with the plans, specifications, and conditions of the contract. The 

bond shall remain in force for a period of three months following acceptance of 

the work by the Obligee.

2. Except as otherwise noted, the Contractor shall provide and pay for all material, 
labor, equipment, tools, water, power, and work necessary to complete the work.

Payment will be made to the Contractor within 60 days of invoice submittal to the 
Owner. Invoices will not be paid until certified copies of prevailing wage 
documentation are submitted to the Owner.  
 

3. Unless otherwise specified, all materials shall meet the requirements specified in 
the bid package and both workmanship and materials shall be of good quality 
and all work completed in a workmanlike manner in accordance with the attached 
Plan and Specifications.  
 

4. Subcontractors engaged by the Contractor shall be bound by the Plans, 
Specifications, and Provisions of this contract. The Contractor shall assume 
responsibility for and compensate all subcontractors. No contract between the 
Contractor and a subcontractor will be considered a contract between the 
subcontractor and the Owner.

Copies of load slips for all aggregates must be submitted to the Inspector or Susquehanna 

District Employee on site at the time of delivery.  

Bid Items:  

1. Mobilization/Demobilization: This item includes all work associated with the 

mobilization of all equipment and operating supplies to the project site. Item also 

includes demobilization of all equipment and operating supplies from the project 

site following construction. The lump sum of Mobilization costs shall be split 

equally between Task 1 and Task 2 on the corresponding Unit Cost Sheet.  

2. Two Section Log Framed Stone Defector: This item includes the construction of 

four (4) two section log framed stone deflector at the proposed locations in the 

design plans.
